FEAST DAYS THIS COMING WEEK 
23 July St Bridget of Sweden (1303-1391) a mother of 8 children & a lady-in-waiting to 
the Queen of Sweden. She founded monasteries for men and women and cared for the sick. 
24 July St Declan was a 5th century Irish bishop & abbot, said to have preceded St Patrick 
24 July St Sharbel Makhluf (1828 - 1898) a Lebanese monk devoted to prayer & fasting. 
25 July St James was the brother of St John. He was one of the first apostles to be  
martyred. According to tradition his relics were brought to Spain after his martyrdom. 
26 July St Joachim & St Anne were the parents of Mary, the mother of Jesus. 
29 July St Martha was the sister of Lazarus and Mary. She made her profession of faith in 
Christ as the Son of God, and in the Resurrection.
